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�ƒ Summary

�ƒ In 2009, the South Pasadena City Council recommended a working group be 
developed to look at water use in the city and to develop a plan for dealing with 
increasing pressures on water supply, associated costs, water infrastructure, 
as well as mandated regulations.

�ƒ In January 2010, a working group was founded with 19 volunteer members 
from the the City of South Pasadena. Over the course of six months the group 
investigated the current status of water use, infrastructure, conservation, 
outreach, water recycling and mandatory regulations.

�ƒ The group worked as a whole, as well as breaking into specific sub-groups to 
work on key issues, such as ordinances, infrastructure, recycled water, water 
rates, landscaping, etc.
