COMMUNITY MEETINGS 

 
The California Department of Transportation (Caltrans) will host two meetings in 
December to provide information about the Arroyo Parkway (SR-110) Upgrade, a 
$17 million project from the Golden State Freeway (I-5) in Los Angeles to 
Glenarm Street in Pasadena that will replace the existing metal beam and 
temporary barriers with decorative concrete median barriers and side barriers 
that mirror the stonework architecture seen throughout the surrounding 
communities.   
 
Caltrans personnel will describe the project, projected freeway closures, detours 
and traffic impacts and answer questions.  
 
The first meeting will be Wednesday, December 9, 6 p.m. to 8 p.m., at the City 
of South Pasadena Civic Library, 1115 El Centro Street, South Pasadena, CA 
91030. 
 
The second meeting will be Wednesday, December 16, 6 p.m. to 8 p.m., at 
Ramona Hall Community Center, 4580 North Figueroa Street, Los Angeles, CA

Arroyo Seco Parkway Improvement Project 
FACT SHEET 

 
► Location 
Work will be performed on the Pasadena Freeway (also known as 
the Arroyo Seco Parkway, or SR-110) from the Golden State 
Freeway (I-5) in Los Angeles to Glenarm Street in Pasadena. 
 
► Background  
SR-110 is an historic highway that provides commuter access to 
downtown Los Angeles. Completed in 1940, SR-110 has been 
designated a "California Historic Parkway" within the state 
scenic highway system. The six-lane highway (three lanes in 
each direction) features essential access points to some of the 
city’s most treasured cultural resources, including the Lummis 
House, Southwest Museum and Heritage Square Museum.  
 
► The Project 
This project will replace the existing metal beam and temporary 
barriers with decorative concrete median and side barriers that 
reflect the stonework architecture seen throughout the 
surrounding communities. A fence will be placed on top of the 
side barriers to limit freeway access. The new barriers will also 
include historic reproduction lighting.  
 
► Benefits 
Given the increase in traffic volume on SR-110 due to regional economic and population growth, 
upgrading the highway is critical. This project will improve safety for motorists, reduce maintenance 
costs, improve the appearance of the historic highway, and reduce exposure of Caltrans maintenance 
workers to traffic. 

 
► Project Schedule 
Construction began in November 2009. 
Anticipated completion is Spring 2011. 
 
► Cost  $17 million.
